Excellence in independent journalism recognised with Munster Award –  Abu Ghraib Revisited








Olivia Rousset has won the prestigious 2006 George Munster Award for independent journalism. The Australian Centre for Independent Journalism (ACIJ) presented the award at the University of Technology, Sydney (UTS) on Thursday 14 September. 





Olivia’s winning body of work included three reports, Lifting the Hood, Abu Ghraib Re-Visited and A Torturer’s Tale, broadcast on the SBS Dateline program.  Over a period of three months, Olivia tracked down and interviewed victims and perpetrators to shed light on the impact of torture that occurred at Abu Ghraib on the people involved.  Olivia undertook all filming and reporting herself. She also obtained hundreds of previously unreleased photographs, which received a huge response worldwide after they were broadcast on the SBS Dateline program.





Speaking at the Munster forum was George Williams from the Gilbert + Tobin Centre of Public Law (UNSW) and Rebecca Hinchey of STARTTS (Service for the Treatment and Rehabilitation of Torture and Trauma Survivors) discussing the legal pathway to torture and some of the survivors of torture and abuse who live in Australia.
